Carl Vilhelm Hartman (1862-1941) was a
Swedish botanist and anthropologist, later
head of the ethnographical department at
the Natural history museum in Stockholm.
In the beginning of his career he took part
in Carl Lumholtz’ archaeological and eth-
nographical expedition in Mexico. He was
originally attached to the expedition as

a botanist, but soon came to concentrate

more on the archaeological and ethno-
graphical aspects. Among other things he
was put to use in studying and creating
glossaries for the languages of the various




indigenous peoples that the expedition studied; the Tarahumara and Tepehuan as
well as the nearly extinct Tubar.

This fragment of a glossary has parallel lists of words and phrases in English, Spa-
nish and Tepehuan. It consists partly of numbered sections or "Schedules” entitled

» » » » » »

“Persons”, "Parts of the body”, "Dress and ornaments”, "Dwellings”, "Implements
and utensils”, “Food”, "Colors”, "Numerals”, "Divisions of time” and "Animals”. The-
re are no schedules 9 or 11, instead several pages of more unstructured lists of phrases
etc. There are numerous corrections in the text, and some pages have been crossed

out.

The enclosed letter is also written in pencil. It is in Swedish and adressed to "Broder
Axel!”. In it Hartman describes his whereabouts and upcoming travels together with
Carl Lumholtz ("Dr. L.”). Among other things he writes that he is nearly finished
with the "Tepuhuan language” and that they are planning to go to Morelos “where
a small number of indians of the nearly extinct Tubar-tribe still live. I will remain
there for around five weeks for the language.” (our translation).

The letter has a few tears with loss of a few words, and has been repaired. The back
of the paper on which the letter is written has a few words scribbled, possibly in the
Tepehuan language. The blank cover-page of the notebook, as well as the letter, car-
ries pencil notes in a different hand describing the item.

derived from a single being. He was raised as

a Quaker and remained devoutly Christian
throughout his life even if he converted to Angli-
canism. In the early editions he also claims that
the human race from the beginning probably
was dark skinned and that the whiteness of the
white man developed under the influence of
civilization (PMM pp. 183-4). He was an early
member of the Aborigines’ Protection Society.

Beside his ethnographical works he also in 1835
published the important "Treatise of insanity”.
